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1. Character – We assume that all members of the choir are in a growing relationship with Jesus Christ. We believe that the choir is a ministry.  Members are expected to represent Christ both on and off the stage.

2. Attendance – In order to present music with excellence, attendance to all rehearsals and performances is mandatory.  If you need to miss a rehearsal, please contact Pastor Chad in writing by filling out a blue slip.  Attendance is expected unless similar events arise, like those that would keep you from going to work (contagious illness, death in the family, etc).  Your attendance is vital to the ministry of the choir.  Your presence in rehearsal is just as valuable as your participation in a performance. 

a. Rehearsals – Wednesdays, 7-8:30 pm
b. Sunday Services – (once a month) Sunday sound check begins promptly at 8:45 am.  Please be ready to go five minutes before.

c. Special Events – As announced.
 

3. Communication – You will find all needed information in the monthly music notes publication and in Planning Center.  If you have questions please feel free to email Pastor Chad at chad.rose@christmemorial.net. 
 

4. Work Ethic – As stewards of our musical gifts and opportunities it is crucial that we work hard at making them the best they can be.  Members will find that there is plenty of time outside of rehearsal for social interaction.  Please refrain from talking and other distractions during rehearsals.  Please silence all cell phones prior to rehearsal.  We desire to maximize all of our available rehearsal time.
  

5. Dress Code – It is important to keep in mind that how we dress affects others.  If you wonder if an outfit is appropriate it probably isn’t.  Please use wisdom in selecting clothing.  If you have any questions feel free to ask.  Occasionally, there will be certain outfits selected for special events.  Each member is expected to follow these guidelines.
 

6. Music Folders/Boxes – Each member will be assigned a box number.  Members are responsible for keeping the music assigned to them neatly and in good condition.  If a piece of music is missing when we turn it in that member will be charged for the replacement of the music.  Members are encouraged to take their music home and practice.  Music performed in services will be expected to be in a black folder unless everyone is asked to sing it from memory.  Using music folders follows an “all or nothing” rule.
 

7. Respect One Another – We all have different gifts and personalities.  Let’s enjoy what one another bring to the table.  If you are having a conflict with another member please communicate this to Pastor Chad.  We don’t want to allow any dissention to affect our ministry ability. 

8. Solos, Ensembles and Worship Team – All participants of these are selected by Pastor Chad.  There may be times when a certain solo will be open for auditions; however, most of the time they will be assigned.  If you have a desire to sing a solo or be part of an ensemble or worship team please contact Pastor Chad directly.  He will set up a time to meet and talk about the possibility and to hear you sing. 

9. Have Fun – Most importantly we want everyone to have fun.  Ministry is a pleasure to be part of.  We pray that you will develop lasting and meaning relationships with those in the group.
